



COVID-19  POLICY AND PROCEDURE
 Setting Procedure
The following procedures will be followed as we reopen the preschool:   
· In order to protect the children and families we provide care for; we are keeping up to date with the latest government advice and ensuring that our hygiene and illness policies are strictly adhered to. 
· Upon your arrival at the preschool, all children will be provided with hand sanitizer
· Children will be helped to wash their hands as part of the daily routine with 20 seconds songs.
· Children will be helped to wash their hands after using the toilet, playing outside in the garden and before eating any meals or snacks. 
· Hand lotion will be provided for use after hand washing (parents of children with skin condition will be advised to provide hand lotion for their child).
· Washroom will be cleaned and disinfected every morning.
· Liquid soap and disposable paper towels are already provided in the washroom to enable children, staff and visitors to wash and dry their hands properly. The waste bin is emptied daily.
· Hand sanitizers and antiseptic wipes will be available at the foyer for visitors and the room for constant use.
· PPE like disposable aprons, hand gloves and fluid repellent face masks will be used during nappy changing and while preparing snacks.
· Tissues are available throughout the setting. Children will be encouraged to use them to catch coughs and sneezes. We will also teach the children the importance of putting dirty tissues in the lidded bin to prevent the spread of germs. Children will be taught to cough or sneeze inside of their elbows as a way of preventing the spread of germs (“catch it, kill it, bin it”).
· Garden equipment will be wiped clean with disinfectant daily.
· While the social distance advice is in place, parent will only be allowed into the building one at a time and preferably hand over children at the door. Parents are advised to stay two meters away from others as marked on the floor.
· Where face-to-face contact is reduced through social distancing, the preschool will arrange a telephone or video meeting with parent to discuss the preschool or parents’ concerns etc
If you, your child or anyone in your household is displaying symptoms or has been in close contact with a confirmed case of coronavirus, government advice must be followed. Your child will not be able to attend the preschool for the duration of the recommended isolation period. As per fees policy, full fees will still apply during this absence. 
If any of the teachers, or anyone else within our household display symptoms or come into contact with a confirmed case of coronavirus, government advice will be followed. We will notify families immediately and close the preschool for the duration of the isolation period. As per fees policy, no fees will be charged during this time if we are unable to provide care. In the event of closure, we will try our best to assist essential/keyworker parents and carers in finding alternative temporary childcare arrangements. A deep clean of the preschool facility will follow in the event of an outbreak of the virus.
 
If you or anyone in your household has symptoms of coronavirus, then all household members must stay at home and not leave the house for 14 days. The 14-day period starts from the day when the first person in the house became ill. 
If you feel you cannot cope with your symptoms at home, or your condition gets worse, or your        symptoms do not get better after 7 days, then use the NHS 111 online coronavirus service. If you 
do not have internet access, call NHS 111. For a medical emergency dial 999.
